on the planning of the individual committees that chair each event,
but volunteer help from our membership is needed and appreciated
to ensure each event’s success. Profits from these three major events
help to fund our annual Scholarship Night Award Dinner (chaired by
Hon. Joseph Toia) each year, along with helping to defer the increasing
cost attributed to funding our monthly dinner meetings.

| am encouraged that membership in the Italian American Chamber
of Commerce has reached 198 members, which is up from the 172
members we had entering covid. | believe that our Chamber has done
a number of things to retain and increase our membership over the
past few years. We have capitalized on the afterglow of the 100 year
celebration held in the fall of 2019, including the award winning
docufilm created by members Anthony Bommarito and Michael
Peraino which highlights the history of our Chamber and features a
dozen of our members sharing what our Chamber means to them.

We have formed a Network and Vision Committee to investigate,
develop and promote events to appeal to our evolving membership.
